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What to bring to camp

To make your camp experience the very best it can be, there are a few things you will need to bring with you to camp. Contact us and let us if you have any questions.
We provide the technique and the arena; campers need to furnish the rest:

All equipment for the rodeo sport you want to be trained in  -- 

    Safety equipment (helmet and safety jacket for bull riding, mouth guards, etc.)

    Ropes, riding or roping gloves, hat, boots, spurs
    Horse and saddle for timed events.  Stalls are available.  Camper will groom and feed horse daily.
WHAT TO BRING:
Individual sleeping pad/air mattress, pillow and warm blanket.* 
Personal care items (soap, toothbrush, etc.)

Swimsuit (if you want to go swimming)
2 medium towels – one for showers, one for swimming (mark your name)
Windbreaker or jacket.  It is often very windy, and sometimes chilly.  Being warm will help you keep focused.
Sunscreen to prevent burns from  sun and wind. Aloe for burns. Medicine for bites or any allergies.

Bible, pencils and, notebook (we will provide Bibles for anyone needing one)

Clean clothes (including several long-sleeved shirt & jeans for the rodeo). 

There will be a Camp Store available where campers can buy t-shirts, souvenir DVDs, specialty items. Campers may wish to bring a small amount of "spending money".
*Girls ‘ lodging will be in a separate location from boys’ lodging.

General Camp Rules

3-Crosses Youth Rodeo Bible Camp is intended to provide a place for young people in 7th-12th grades to enjoy the company of others in an atmosphere where rodeo, learning rodeo skills, horsemanship and the country lifestyle are common.  The Christian life and learning about the love of God is what brings everyone together in this particular camp.  With these things in mind, there are some specific rules you should be aware of:
● Campers are to obey the instruction of the director, the instructors, and staff.  
● REMEMBER to behave in ways that keep everyone’s SAFETY FIRST!  In the rodeo area, while swimming, etc.
● Campers are not allowed to leave the grounds, except under the coordination and permission of Camp director.
● Campers are required to attend all scheduled activities.

● Don’t steal or use anyone else’s belongings.

●Long-sleeved shirts, boots, jeans, and western hat will be worn while competing in the Rodeo.  Long-sleeved shirt, boots, and jeans may also be required to participate in learning certain events.

● Rough stock events participants will be required to wear safety vest and helmet (camper needs to bring these). 
● Only those campers who have signed all necessary documents and paid their tuition are allowed to participate or to stay overnight at the Rodeo Bible Camp.  This is due to insurance issues.
● No dogs
● If you decide to bring a cell phone, you will be required to abide by the cell phone policy that will be provided and explained to each camper at check-in.  The 3-Crosses Rodeo Bible Camp Directors will have cell phones available for campers to use in case of an emergency. ABSOLUTELY no talking or texting during times of instruction or devotionals.
● Absolutely no drugs, alcohol, firearms or weapons, lighters or matches.  
●Absolutely no fighting or bullying. 
●If there are any concerns at any time, campers  can speak with any staff member. 

● Camp schedule can include: Chapels, special guest speakers, small group bible studies, delicious food, video review of performances, and, of course, lots of rodeo activities.  Campers are required to attend all scheduled activities and to be respectful of the leader – attentive and not distracting others. 
● 3-Crosses Youth Rodeo Bible Camp is not responsible for lost or stolen items.  Keep track of your belongings.  Clearly mark all belongings with your full name. 
● Don’t bring expensive items, prize buckles or items that would cause a hardship if damaged, lost or stolen.
● Campers are to be inside the building by 9:00 and be quiet during lights out.   No talking or music after lights out.  Being rested (and letting others rest) is critical to learn the instructions and to perform at your best.
● Campers will respect the peace and privacy of the other campers and behave in good manners.
